Dear Parents, 



I am pleased to report that Primary 1 are settling in well to the school routine and are already impressing me with their independence.  We have had a great first week and I am really looking forward to the year ahead.  

This letter should give you a brief overview of the work we will be covering this term.

Phonics


We will be following the Jolly Phonics programme and will introduce two new sounds each week.  Occasionally we will have a consolidation week where we don’t introduce any new sounds.  The children have been given a phonics homework jotter and a sound bag to take home.  Each time a new sound is introduced it will be added to their book/bag for you to practise at home.
Reading


We are introducing a new reading scheme at Drakies called Bug Club and children will receive online access for home.  To begin with the children are being introduced to wordless books.  We will spend time discussing the characters, settings and main events in the story as well as looking at comprehension skills such as summarising, questioning and prediction .  We will then begin to look at word books and soon your child will be learning to recognise some simple words which will appear frequently when they begin to read themselves.
Numeracy


We will be working on consolidating pupils’ knowledge of numbers and the how the number system works.  We want to increase their confidence with counting, recognising, ordering and sequencing numbers through a variety of interactive activities.  Pupils will also learn how to form each number correctly and extra practice is given through sensory tasks like writing in the sand, with paint or making the number with playdough.

PE Kit


Please ensure your child brings a PE kit including a t-shirt and shorts/joggers for use on Tuesdays and Wednesdays.   PE kits can be kept in school in case of any extra sessions and children will be encouraged to take them home for washing every few weeks.

Interdisciplinary Topic
          Our topic for term is Adventures with Julia Donaldson and friends, with a Literacy and Health and Wellbeing focus.  The children will become familiarised with a selection of Julia Donaldson stories and experience different learning opportunities for each story.
Show and Tell
          Show and Tell is a fantastic opportunity for children to build confidence and develop listening and talking skills.  You should have already received a letter with further information and a rota telling you when your child is timetabled to do their Show and Tell.  Please get in touch if you did not get this or misplace it and need a reminder of your child’s date!
