Dear Parents/Carers, 


I hope everyone enjoyed their October break and is feeling refreshed and prepared for all the excitement of the Christmas term!  (  We have had a busy start to term 2 and I am delighted with how quickly the children settled back in to our school routine as well as all the hard work and positive attitudes from the children so far.  
Here is an overview of our planned learning for the term ahead.
Phonics


              We will continue to introduce two new sounds each week, on Mondays and Wednesdays, with a break for consolidation work at the end of each group of sounds. 
Reading
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A letter has been sent home outlining our new reading scheme Bug Club.  We will continue to work on retelling, sequencing and comprehension skills.
Numeracy
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This term we will continue to practise counting, recognising, ordering and sequencing numbers through a variety of interactive activities.  The range of numbers we work with will continue to increase as your child becomes more confident.  We will continue to work on addition and subtraction and will be working on the written recording of these sums.  Towards the end of the term we will be looking at shape and the children will be working with 2D and 3D shapes, pattern and symmetry.

PE Kit


Please ensure your child brings a PE kit for use on Tuesdays and Wednesdays.  PE kits can be kept in school in case of any extra sessions and can be taken home for washing every couple of weeks.  The children will be having tennis sessions with coaches from Bellfield Tennis for three weeks, starting the week commencing 11th November.  This will be during our usual gym slot on Wednesday afternoons.
Interdisciplinary Topic


We will continue with our Adventures with Julia Donaldson and Friends topic for the first half of the term.  This will include learning about our local environment and will introduce the children to DYW (Developing the Young Workforce) when we will be discussing different areas of employment.  We will also continue to look at ‘keeping safe’ with a focus on bonfire/firework safety as well as keeping safe in our local area.  

Towards the end of November our learning will be focused on Christmas and practicing for our Nativity Show.
Homework

Phonics – New sounds will continue to be added to your child’s phonics homework jotter. Please continue to support them in completing this homework.
Reading – Reading should be done regularly at home using the online books with Bug Club.  A letter has been sent out with guidance on this.
Numeracy – Similar to last term, your child has details of suggested numeracy activities. If possible record these on the tick sheet as they are carried out.  

Remember that homework should be an opportunity for you to spend time with your child, show an interest in what they are learning at school and enjoy seeing the progress they are making. If you find that homework is becoming a stress or is making your child upset, please leave it and try again another time.

Lost Property

Please ensure any clothes, lunch boxes, water bottles, etc. which your child takes to school are clearly labelled in order to avoid any items going missing.  It can be time consuming trying to find out who items belong to especially after changing for gym so your help with naming belongings would be much appreciated.
